které vzniklo v Ceskoslovensku na konci padesatych let
kiizenim némeckych ovc¢aki a vlk. Nicméné od roku 1989
se jedna o standardni psi plemeno, uznané Mezinarodni
kynologickou federaci (FCI).

Technicky vzato je Ceskoslovensky vi¢ak vlkem asi z 25-30 %
(¢islo se u rtznych jedinct lisi), ale matematické vypocty
v genetice Casto klamou.

Da se fict, ze CSV ma dost ze psa, aby se dal chovat jako
domaci mazlicek a dost z vlka, aby ten chov byl zajimavy.

Je tézké je vycvicit?

Ceskoslovensky vI¢ak po vicich zdédil aéelové chovéni, které
¢ini klasicky vycvik dosti problematickym. Na druhou
stranu po nich ovSem zdédil i silné smeckové pudy, které
zahrnuji i tctu k nadfizenym cleniim smecky. Neni tedy
jednoduché jej vycvicit tak, aby presné a s nadSenim plnil
povely pozadované v klasické sportovni kynologii nebo
sluzebnim vycviku. Je nicméné vétsinou docela jednoduché
jej vychovat tak, aby se s nim dalo bez problémut vyzit
v bézné lidské spolecnosti. VI¢ak potfebuje jistou miru
svobody a nezavislosti. Neni dobré nutit jej, aby délal pfesné,
co chcete, misto toho je lep$i mu stanovit hranice, uvnitf
kterych miize postupovat dle vlastniho uvazeni.

Je to pes jenom pro zkusené majitele,
nejlépe s velkou zahradou?

V zadném ptipadé. Idealni majitel ceskoslovenského vi¢aka
ma predevsim hodné trpélivosti a casu. ZkuSenosti s jinymi
plemeny mohou byt spiSe na Skodu a casto majitelé, ktefi
maji CSV jako prvniho psa, dosahuji lepsich vysledkd, nez
lidé ovlivnéni zkuSenostmi s jinym plemenem. VIcaci
nesnaseji nudu a samotu. Pokud bude pes celé dny sam
(Ihostejno, zda v malém byté nebo na velké zahrad€) najde si
néjakou zabavuy, a ta se témeér jisté majiteli nebude libit. Vlcak
chce, aby se kolem néj néco délo, aby byl v kontaktu se svou
smeckou, s cizimi lidmi, s dalSimi psy... Spousta lidi (véetné
autora tohoto textu) chova ceskoslovenské vlcaky v byté
uprostfed Prahy.

To zalezi pfedevsim na konkrétnim jedinci a jeho Zivotnich
zkuSenostech. Nicméné obecné jsou ceskoslovensti vl¢aci
vici lidem mimo svou smecku spiSe nediverivi a hodné
rezervovani. Stejné jako vlci se obecné konfliktlim spiSe
vyhybaji ttékem a utoci az ve chvili, kdy nemaji jinou
moznost. Davaji prednost zastrasovani pomoci velmi
rozvinuté mimiky. Hlasité vréeni a vycenéné tesdky tedy
obvykle znamenaji varovani a upfimné presvédceni, Ze na
jejich pouziti nedojde — nikoliv touhu rozsapat dotycného.

Jsou chytii?

Instinktivni odpovéd, kterou vam da kazdy majitel, je ,az
moc!”.

Coz ne vzdy hraje ve prospéch majitele, protoze pes tuto
inteligenci vyuziva pro dosazeni svych cilti — které se od cilti
Clové¢ich mohou hodné lisit. Jsou také velmi ucenlivi,
jakykoliv cvik nebo povel se nauci velmi rychle. Coz ovSem
neznamena, ze jej budou ochotni predvadét, kdyz si to
majitel zamane. A stejné rychle se nauci otevirat zaviené
dvere, lednicku nebo tfeba vodovodni kohoutek.

Kolik stoji sténé?

Cena Sténat je velmi rozdilna, v zavislosti na chovateli,
rodic¢ich a podobné. Obecné se da Tict, Ze se pohybuje mezi
10-20 000 K¢. Je nutné ovsem podotknout, ze chov velkého
psa je financné relativné narocny a cena Sténéte je jenom
prvnim a obvykle zdaleka ne nejvyssim nakladem spojenym
s chovem. Naklady na krmeni a veterinarni péci pofizovaci
cenu rychle pfevysi.

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Is this a wolf?

Almost one third of it is ;-) This is a dog breed called
Czechoslovakian Wolfdog, created in Czechoslovakia in the
fifties by crossing German Shepherds with Eurasian Wolves.
As of 1989, these dogs are a dog breed officially recognized
by the FCI, international association of kennel clubs.

If it was a purely mathematical question, then modern
Czechoslovakian Wolfdog is about 25-30% wolf (the number
varies dog from dog), however, such calculations in genetics
tend to be deceptive.

It's better to say that a CSW is dog enough to keep as a pet,
yet he is also wolf enough to make such keeping interesting.

Are they very difficult to train?

From its wolf ancestors the Czechoslovakian Wolfdog has
inherited strongly purpose-driven behavior, making it rather
problematic to train them in the conventional way. On the
other hand, these dogs also retain a strong pack sense,
including subordination to the will of a higher-ranked pack
member. It's not therefore easy to train them to fulfill the
strict demands of classical dog sports competitions or
working trials, but it's often quite easy to raise a CSW so that
it has no problem living with you in normal society. A CSW
requires some space regarding his freedom and
independence, the owner shouldn't demand strict following
of his orders, it's better to set up firm boundaries for the dog
to move within according to his own judgment.

Are they appropriate only for
experienced owners with large

gardens?

Not at all. What an owner of a CSW needs above all is enough
patience and time to spend with his dog. Experience with
other dog breeds can even be harmful, often the first-time
CSW owners fare better than people influenced by their
experience with another breed. Czechoslovakian Wolfdogs
hate solitude and boredom. If left alone for days on end,
regardless whether in a small flat or a large garden, a CSW
will find a way to occupy itself on his own, and then the
owner can be sure this occupation will not seem quite so
amusing to him.

A CSW wants to participate in the world around his owner,
his pack, to be in contact with other people and dogs... There
are many people (this leaflet's author included) that live with
their Czechoslovakian Wolfdogs in a flat, right in the middle
of Prague.

Are they dangerous, aggressive?

That depends mostly on the particular animal and its life
experiences. Generally these dogs act very reserved towards
people outside their pack and tend not to trust. Similar to
wolves, they prefer flight to fight, and an attack is their last

resort when there is no other option. They prefer to scare
danger away using formidably developed mimic gestures.
Loud growling and bared teeth usually mean warning and
conviction that they will not have to be used —not a desire to
kill. As for attitude towards other dogs, CSWs often have
problems with “competition” - displaying same-sex
aggression towards dogs of similar size. Average
Czechoslovakian Wolfdog loves to hunt, is often successful
at it, and if the owner doesn't teach it otherwise, pigeons,
rabbits and other small animals are considered an easy prey.

Are they clever?

The first answer to this question that comes to mind of every
CSW owner is: “Way too much!” Czechoslovakian Wolfdogs
are incredibly clever and independent. Which is not always
good news for its owner — CSWs use their intelligence mainly
for their own purpose, and this purpose is not always
welcome to the owner. CSWs learn quickly, new tricks and
commands are remembered easily. That doesn't mean that
they also will be executed with such ease whenever the
owner asks. Quick learning also applies to such tasks as
opening and closing the door, refrigerator or water tap.

Are they expensive?

The price you pay for a puppy differs widely according to
breeder, parentage and so on. It should be somewhere
between ten to twenty thousand CZK. It should be stressed
though, that ownership of such large animal is never cheap
and the purchase price is just the initial (and not the biggest)
expense you will have. You will pay a lot more over the years
for dog food and veterinary care.
